BOARD REPORT

~From the Board Chair~

The board met August 18 and information was shared from the committees that were
represented as well as two new items of business were approved. A brief review of the
information from committee reports are as follows:

- Christian Education—VBS was a huge success with 9 youth and 4 teens attending.
Their Sunday morning service was well received. An All-church mini-golf tournament
is scheduled for August 28th at Grand Country. A youth Drive-in movie night will be
held on Friday, Sept 9. Concerns were shared about the Library, nursery, and other
classrooms. Other upcoming event were also discussed. To help with rising costs and
food and supplies for the youth some free-will offering meals will be announced later.

- Church Growth & Membership—Work on the directory is progressing. Looking to
purchase new flatware for the kitchen and 3 new coffee pots for the various activities
of the church. Will be asking groups who are using the kitchen to help with coffee sup-
plies. Will have a music sing-a-long following the Church picnic Sept. 25.

- Finance—The Net YTD operating income was $29,373.00 with the Thrift Shop MTD
income at $3475.00. Rebates from Menards will be used to help with the Christmas
Lamb play expenses. The Quarterly CD interest posted a total of $290.22. A Settled
Minister package was presented and approved for presentation to the Board. All com-
mittees were reminded of budget worksheets to prepare for the 2023 Budget with a
deadline of Sept. 4.

- Outreach—Collection boxes have been set up for donations to the Blessing Box,
School Supplies, and Towels for the Crisis Center. The Clothe-a-Child project through
the Salvation Army is being collected during August as well. More information was
collected about the Christmas Child boxes for Samaritan’s Purse by Alex and Jolene.
Alex, Ronni, and Jolene visited the Crisis Center and will be reporting on the needs and
projects that we could assist with there. The Outreach Committee has joined the Adopt
A Teacher from Hollister School District project. Members will be involved with en-
couragement and support for our teacher, Kaleena Hines.

- Personnel—The budget worksheet was prepared. Letters were prepared to send to the
interviewees thus far in regards to their interviews and ongoing process.
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- Thrift Store—Jolene will be in charge while the Kauffman’s are on vacation. Septem-
ber 20 will be the turnover date from summer to fall/winter merchandise. A Christmas
party is being planned for the workers Dec. 17.

- Worship—Plans for Worship & Wonder Orientation in August and Graduation Sept.
18th were discussed. The Light a Candle for Children will start August 18th and con-
tinue for 4 Sundays. Choir will begin Sept. 7. Missionary Recognition Sunday will be
held Sept. 11 with both families supported by our church in charge of the service.
World Communion Sunday will be observed Oct. 2.

- Vision 100/2024—Tanya will be contacting members of the committee for a meeting
about next phase for the church.

- Search—The group has been working on the congregational survey. They are staying
in contact with Regional Office as to new leads for an interim minister.

The items of new business included approval of designation of the next 2 weeks to
clear out the library of items on the floor and prepare it for a temporary nursery.

The item was the approval of the total compensation package for a settled minister to
be $63,063.00 per year to be included in the profile. This may change when the group
gets to that point of final negotiations. This will satisfy the profile and stay within our
budget.

The church is so blessed with all that we are able to do for our members and our com-
munities. We have many people who have volunteered their time, service and tithes to
create a great caring church. May God bless all of you.
